DANCE

Ballet RAD

All ballet classes will be based on the Royal Academy of Dance syllabus. This is a worldwide (London based) highly regarded
organization. Classes are designed for all students to enjoy and benefit from: good posture, music, body awareness and much
more.

Ballet Intermediate Foundations are a continuation of the Royal Dance syllabus. Essential for those who wish to
continue on with ballet, or who wish to keep their ballet skills sharp

Ballet Open High School is taught in an open format and is perfect for beginners or students with previous experience.
Classes are suitable for boys and girls and follow the RAD syllabus, forming the basis of a sound training. Students are internally
assessed at this level, but do not do external exams.

512 Jazz /Hip Hop (Intermediate)

Do you think you can dance?

This class is designed for energetic and enthusiastic students who love to dance and have at least two years of Jazz tuition. It is a
great work out combining the structure of Jazz and street-style of Funk. These are great disciplines for teaching coordination,
rhythm and musicality in a high-energy environment. Students start with a warm-up and technique-building exercises designed to
increase body awareness, flexibility, coordination, fithess & strength. This class is taught by fantastic, supportive teachers with lots
of energy and a love for life. Their collective aim is to teach students to dance in a fun, supportive & healthy environment. The
choreography taught reflects the styles seen by our students on stage in modern musicals and dance shows on television.
